What is a GDL?
In New Jersey new drivers are issued a
Graduated Drivers License (GDL).
This program introduces driving privi-
leges in phases. As a parent/guardian
it is important that you understand this
program and the restrictions that are in
place to keep your children safe.

Teen Driver Commission

In 2007 Governor Corzine established the
Teen Driver Study Commission to assess the
state of teen driving in New Jersey and make
recommendations that will ultimately reduce
crashes and save lives. In March of 2008 the
Governor’s Teen Driver Study Commission
issued their findings, which included fourteen
recommendations for improving teen driver
safety in New Jersey. One of these recommen-
dations was to require a parent/guardian to
attend a teen driver orientation program prior
to their teen applying for a permit. We feel the
“Alive at 25® Parent Program” goes a long
way in following through on this recommenda-
tion. “Given the inexperience of these teen
drivers, they need some structure to handle the
huge responsibility of driving. That’s what
this parent program will accomplish,” said
Police Chief Eric Mason.

Program Highlights
The “Alive at 25® Parent Program” urges par-
ents to sit down with their teen and draw up a
contract to drive responsibly as well as assume
a greater role in seeing their children are safe
on the road. It also encourages parents to take
a look at their own driving behavior and how
they can be better role models on the road.

 Defensive driving
 Preventable collisions
 Elements of the Graduated Driver Licens-

 The relationship between driving restric-
tions and consequences for violations
